Chaperone guidelines:

· Chaperones must be either the parent or legal guardian of a band student or visual ensemble member
· Siblings and friends will not be allowed to ride the bus with band/visual ensemble members
· Chaperone Coordinator will correspond via email unless parent or guardian does not have access to it.  The coordinator will make other arrangements for communication in that case.
· In order to ensure enough chaperones for each event, the coordinator will email parents who signed up and ask for confirmation a few days ahead of time.  If there is no response the coordinator will give other parents the opportunity to chaperone the event.
· Arrive at the band room at least 30 minutes prior to loading buses for away games if possible.

· Check with chaperone coordinator for badge and bus or duty assignment upon arrival.
· Chaperones must be willing to assist in carrying out duties that are a part of each event.  The coordinator will assign duties to each chaperone.

· Chaperones will be assigned a bus to ride.  This may or may not be the bus a chaperone’s child is on, depending upon the need at the time.
· Spread out so there will be adults in the front, middle, and further back on the buses. 

· Help maintain discipline on buses and at the game in a calm, kind manner.  Report problems that persist to Mr. Bubbett, Mr. Hammond, Mrs. Hammond, or another Shelby County Board of Education employee.

· Chaperones are expected to set good examples for students in all areas of behavior.

· Communicate any changes in availability to the chaperone coordinator as soon as possible so arrangements can be made to fill the empty slot.
· Chaperone badges must be returned to coordinator after each event.
